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Celtic Otherworlds 
 

Welsh Otherworld 
The Welsh called their Otherworld – Annwn Annwfn or Annwyn. Arawn ruled this 
Otherworld kingdom. The hero Pwyll of Dyved was allowed to rule Annwfn (Annwvyn) for 
one year, before he returned to his own world. 
According to the early Welsh poem, titled Spoils of Annwfn (Preiddiau Annwfn), Arthur and 
his followers went to a number of otherworlds, seeking to steal the a magic cauldron. 
Thejourney probably ended in disaster, since only seven had survived and it wasn't clear if 
they had gained the cauldron or not. 
 
Another popular name for Welsh Otherworld, was the Caer Wydyr or Caer Wydr – the 
"Fortress of Glass". Caer Wydyr is similar to Tower of Glass in the Arthurian Legend, but 
located in Glastonbury Tor, England. Glastonbury Tor was supposed to be the location of the 
"Isle of Avalon" or "Isle of Apples", the finally resting place of King Arthur. 
In Welsh myths, however, the Arthurian Avalon was derived from the name Ynys Afallon. 
 
  
Arthurian Otherworld 
Also in British and Welsh, particularly those concerning King Arthur, such as the Isle of 
Avalon, the domain of the Lady of the Lake and the Grail Castle, can all be considered to be 
Celtic Otherworld. 
 
Avalon was like the "Isles of the Blessed", has been called "Isle of Apples". Avalon was 
derived from the name, Ynys Afallon, in the Welsh myth. 
When King Arthur was mortally wounded, his half-sister, Morgan le Fay, writers say that she 
brought the king to Avalon, to be healed. Geoffrey of Monmouth, mentioned Morgan le Fay 
as one of nine sisters who were also great sorceresses and they lived in Avalon, but Geoffrey 
does not connect her being Arthur's sister. See Battle of Camlann (Early Traditions) and 
Twilight of the Kingdom, for a few different variations about the episode of death of Arthur 
and Avalon. 
 
Layamon wrote that the Avalon was ruled by elf-queen named Argante, who could be another 
name for Morgan, since later authors had often called her the ruler of Avalon. In Erec and 
Enide (c. 1165), Chretien de Troyes wrote that one of the wedding guests was Guingamar. 
Guingamar was the lord of Avalon and a friend of Morgan le Fay. 
In the early thirteenth century, some believed that Avalon was situated in Glastonbury. The 
monks or priests in Glastonbury wrote their own version of the Grail legend, called Le Haut 
Livre du Graal or Perlesvaus. They even claimed that Arthur and Guinevere were buried in 
Glastonbury. 
 
Gerald of Wales, who wrote his Tour of Wales in the late 12th century, had visited the site 
and also believed that Glastonbury was the burial sites of Arthur. Glastonbury was situated on 
the island in the middle of a marshland. Most contemporaries and modern scholars were 
sceptical about these claims of the Avalon/Glastonbury connection. 
Glastonbury Tor was also sometimes called the "Isle of Glass" or "Tower of Glass". The name 
is similar to the Welsh Caer Wydyr or "Fortress of Glass". 
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Another famous Arthurian Otherworld was the domain of the Lady of the Lake. Some say her 
home was an underwater palace, while others say that the lake was only a powerful illusion to 
hide her home from intruders. 
 
The heroes and cousins, Lancelot and Bors were brought up in her home. Lancelot gained the 
name Lancelot of the Lake, because of his association with the Lady of the Lake. (See Lady 
of the Lake in Lancelot du Lac.) 
 
It was the Lady of the Lake who gave Arthur the Otherworldly sword, Excalibur. (see Legend 
of Excalibur) 
 
The magical forest and spring of the Lady of the Fountain could also be considered to be an 
Otherworld. The water in the spring looked like it was boiling as it bubbles, yet the water was 
actually cold. Pouring the water from a golden bowl on to huge marble stone would cause an 
immediate storm to lash the forest and the Lady's castle. 
 
Some Otherworld may look like paradise, but was actually some elaborate prison. As in the 
case of the Valley of No Return (Le Val Sans Retour). Here, no knight could leave the land, if 
he had ever been unfaithful to his true love. The entire valley was like paradise, where valley 
was green and there was always plenty of water, even though it never rain. There was always 
feasting and dancing. Lancelot broke the spell, because he had always been true to love - his 
love for Guinevere.

Annwfn, Annwyn, Annwn.Avalon – "Isle of the Apples". 
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A rare glimpse of the cave of crystals 
Mexico's Cave of Crystals stunned geologists when it was first discovered in 2000. The 
underground chamber contains some of the largest natural crystals ever found - some of the 
selenite structures have grown to more than 10m long. Professor Iain Stewart got a rare 
glimpse of the subterranean spectacle while filming for the new BBC series How the Earth 
Made Us. 
 
We kept on being told how difficult it was going to be to film in the Naica Cave, but nothing 
really prepares you for the extremes of that cavern.  
 
It's about 50C in there, but it's the virtually 100% humidity added on top that makes it a 
potential killer.  
 
That combination means that when you breathe air into your body, the surface of your lungs 
is actually the coolest surface the air encounters. That means the fluid starts to condense 
inside your lungs - and that's really not good news.  
 
When the cave was first discovered it was just an accident.  
 
Miners working in the Naica silver mine broke through the walls of the cavern and were 
astounded to discover these enormous crystals - the biggest anywhere on Earth. 
 
But when the first people went in to explore, they were almost overcome by the conditions - 
and there's some pretty hairy video footage of them coming out of the cave on the verge of 
losing consciousness. So we knew the dangers were real.  
 
When you first look at the kit your first thought is: "Is that it?"  
 
There's a special cooling suit - which is basically like a suit of chain mail but filled with ice 
cubes.  
 
Then there's a breathing system which feeds cool, dry air into your mask.  
 
It's OK to take the mask off for a short while, but do without it for more than about 10 
minutes, and it's likely that you're going to start keeling over.  
 
I was lucky of course. All I had to do was stand there and talk, but the cameraman and all the 
others helping set out the lights were having to work in these conditions, wearing these 
cumbersome suits, and they really struggled.  
 
We had a doctor outside the cave to monitor our vital signs, and we were coming out of the 
cavern with our heart rates up at 180.  
 
The biggest danger was falling over; rescuing someone inside would have been very tricky. 
Despite all the dangers, my overwhelming memory is the sheer beauty of the place.  
Whenever people around me were faffing around with equipment, I'd just stop and look 
around at the crystals.  
 
It's such a glorious place, it's like being in a modern art exhibit.  
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I kept reminding myself: "You're in the Naica Cave", because there's only a handful of 
geologists that have ever been in there, and so I was aware of how incredibly privileged I was.  
Yet remarkably, for the people who own and run the Naica mine, the crystal cave is a side-
show, a distraction.  
 
They don't make any money out of it and sooner or later, when the economics of the mine 
change, it will close. 
 
The pumps will be taken out, the mine and the cave will flood, and the crystals will once more 
be out of our reach.  
 
But perhaps we should console ourselves with the thought that there are certainly lots more 
crystal caves waiting to be discovered.  
 
For starters, the geology of the area around the cave suggests that there could be more crystal 
caves in the area around Naica.  
 
But more broadly, the Earth's crust must be riddled with wonders like this.  
 
We know more about the outer edges of the Solar System than we do about the first kilometre 
of the Earth's crust.  
 
As we learn more about the crust, we can be sure that there will be discoveries even more 
spectacular than Naica. I just hope I'm around to see them.

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The real-life tragedy of a deer called Bambi: 
Doe shot by police after wandering into a garden 

 
A young deer named Bambi has been shot by police after it wandered into a garden. 
The doe was killed over fears it could endanger motorists if it ran on to a nearby main road.  
 
But officers were criticised by the woman who hand-reared the animal and named it after the 
Disney deer.  

 
Owner Tracey Stentiford pictured with Bambi and the family 

dog at  their farm before police shot the deer 
 
Tracey Stentiford said a tranquiliser dart should have been used or the road blockaded while 
attempts were made to restrain the two-year-old red deer.  

Miss Stentiford found the animal when it was a baby and bottle-fed milk till it was old enough 
to fend for itself.  

But Bambi refused to leave and became a permanent fixture around their farm in Shirwell, 
North Devon.  

Earlier this month she trotted into the garden of a property in Pilton raising concerns she 
might run out on to a dual carriageway.  

A member of North Devon Animal Ambulance charity was called who then called the police 
and a vet.  

After a five-hour operation to try to restrain Bambi, a decision was eventually made to shoot 
her.  

Mother-of-two Miss Stentiford said: 'We are devastated at what happened to Bambi and just 
feel that the easy option was taken when more should have been done to save her.  

'I appreciate there were concerns about her getting on to the dual carriageway but why wasn't 
she tranquilised with a dart, or surely the police could have blockaded the road for a little 
while as it was a Sunday and there wouldn't have been too much traffic?'  
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The tragic tale bears more than a passing resemblance to 
Disney's 1942 film Bambi, after which the doe was named 

Diana Lewis from the NDAA said: 'Sadly and with much regret it was decided on the grounds 
of public safety that the deer had to be put down as a tranquiliser dart could have taken up to 
six minutes to take effect and in that time she could have caused carnage if she had got on the 
main road.' 

A Devon and Cornwall Police spokesman said the doe was shot as a last resort.  

A spokesman said: 'Having weighed up the potential dangers of what could have happened 
should the deer have got on the dual carriageway, this was seen as the only option.  

'Destroying an animal in this way is done as humanely as possible and is very rare.' 

Last month a bullock was shot dead after it escaped from an abattoir on to busy streets in 
Balsall Heath in Birmingham. 

Roads were closed as the animal charged around the streets and a vet was called out, along 
with firearms police officers. 

A West Midlands police spokesman said at the time: 'The vet's assessment was it would be 
too dangerous to tranquillize, due to the animal being unpredictable and it being a busy built-
up area, so the decision was made to destroy the animal to ensure public safety.' 

The bullock died instantly and the roads were reopened, she said.

All kinds of theories, beliefs, ideologies, philosophies 
have been forced into us since we were impressionable children, which now dominate our mind and 
lives. We feel we need to do this or that in order to get this or that, which at the end will make us 
happy. Unfortunately, this approach has failed. Human beings always get used to what they have and 
then inevitably start to demand more. It just does not matter what it is or how much you have. You 
will eventually get used to having it and then will want more. The only way out of this endless cycle 
of desire is to surrender to the sate of "I Don't Know."  
 
When you can really say "I Don't Know", then there is little for the mind to chase and pursue. Then 
you just look at life and do what is necessary and as you continue on in this way of living in the 
moment, desire starts to lose its grip on you.

So you need to see if you can remain 
untouched by this atmosphere of endless consumption. Once you buy in, then you are in the rat race, 
because now you think you know what you need to get to be happy and so you are off and running, if 
you don't buy in you stand apart and are free.  
 
So next time someone asks you, What is it that you want in life? Look at them and just smile.

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How To Do An Effective Yet Powerful  
Chakra Healing and Cleansing 

 
 
The word Chakra is a Sanskrit word that means circle or wheel, and it is used to describe 
certain points of energy in our bodies. These points of energy range from our groin, which is 
red, up to the top of our heads, rising through the colors of the rainbow as they go.

Imagine it opening to the feel of the light energy inside you, and blossoming. Take a moment 
to enjoy the red flower, then move to your next chakra.  
 
The chakra, in order, are red at the base of your spine, orange at your pelvis, yellow at your 
solar-plexus (where your rib cage meets), green at your heart, blue at your throat, indigo in 
the center of your head, and violet at the crown of your head.  
 
3) Exercising Each Chakra  
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The following are some exercises to help you if you feel that you have a blockage in any of 
your seven chakra. You can perform the exercises quickly and easily, and they will help you 
to keep your chakra open and functional.  
 
For your Red chakra, stomp around the house, do squats, or march. You want to get really 
physical, particularly with the legs. If you have exercise equipment, try leg presses.  
 
For your Orange chakra, move your pelvis. You can do pelvic thrusts or just swivel your hips 
around. Dancing is good for this, but make sure to focus on your pelvis.  
 
For your Yellow chakra, dance around the house. Movement is good, so do the twist and open 
up your chest.  
 
For your Green chakra, do push ups, hug yourself, or do other exercises that involve your 
chest muscles (like a breast stroke).  
 
For your Blue chakra, sing, scream, howl, and make some noise. You can also try cleansing it 
with a salt water gargle.  
 
For your Indigo chakra, try a mental exercise like remote viewing, lucid dreaming or simple 
visualizations. This can take practice to work effectively.  
 
For your Violet chakra, try prayer or meditation to get the crown of your head to really open 
up. The key is to feel a connection with the divine.  
 
You can also try vibration exercises. Make an intoning sound (also called vibrating); many 
people use Om. Adjust the sound until it resonates with the chakra that you are trying to open 
(you will feel it with that part of your body). You can also do this multiple times to clear each 
of the seven chakras.  
 
One last exercise is to try physical stimulation. Gently pat the part of the body that houses 
each chakra (do not be shy as shame in your body can block your chakras right up).  
 
You can also try other stimulation, like a vibrating massager, or put some of your favorite 
music on a pair of headphones, crank the music up all the way, and press the headphones to 
each chakra (not on your ears!)
