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Runes for Imbolc 
By Gothi Freyatru 

 
 

 
   Far be it from me to jump on any bandwagons here, but there seems to have been a great 
outpouring of Imbolc themed articles just recently. I guess it must be about that time of year 
then. So as if you hadn’t had enough of them already, this is what I hope to be a slightly 
different article from the others: I present to you Imbolc according to The Runes! 
 
 
  There is no evidence that the Norse peoples celebrated Imbolc. Though they did have a 
spring festival now known as: ‘Disting’ which is a celebration of the Goddesses and the 
female ancestors known as Disir. My Lady Freya is also known as Vanadis. Literally 
translated it means Disir of the Vanir. (Actually calling her ‘My Lady’ is tautology as Freya 
translates as ‘Lady’.)The Disir may be called upon in times of trouble and also have close 
links with Valkyries. I think it would be rather comforting, were I was a warrior slain on the 
battlefield, if I was brought to Valhalla by an aunt or grandmother.  
  So relating the runes directly to Imbolc is on the surface at least mixing two traditions that 
were not designed for each other. Imbolc (as so many other articles have mentioned) stands 
between winter and spring. The weather is still cold, indeed I was scraping Ice off my car this 
morning, but there are the first signs that the return of the sun promised at Yule. Bulbs are 
sticking their heads up above the ground and the blackbirds in the garden are starting to 
squabble over territory and females. 
 
 
   The runes of Isa and Hagalaz are starting to loose their power but still haven’t completely 
lost the ability to cause chaos delay and disruption. But we can see that Jera is spinning 
slowly bringing change and progression. The Ice of Isa is transforming to the water of Laguz 
by the action of Sigel. And though there are many things hidden as yet Pertho tells us of the 
unknown potential that is there.  
 
 
  There are several Runes that you can see as having a powerful influence right now. Uruz 
which represents the vital energetic force of nature undying even in winter which is about to 
‘spring’ forth with more and more power. Fehu, which is a rune of creation and sacred to Frey 
as God of sexual fertility is another rune which you can draw strong links to Imbolc. Berkana, 
which represents the birch tree and new birth, is also potent at this time. The Birch tree is one 
of the first trees to colonise virgin ground along with pine and spruce and is the highest and 
most northerly living deciduous tree. Its associations with new growth and fertility then are 
well founded. 
 
 
   These then are all runes whose power you may wish to include in your Imbolc ritual. For 
those of you who are curious, I will be holding a Disting ritual at Folkvang Shrine on 
Wednesday 20th of February, time to be announced nearer the date.  
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Lughnasadh 2nd February 

Southern Hemisphere 
Whilst in the Northern Hemisphere we celebrate Inbolc in February the Southern Hemisphere 
celebrate Lughnasadh. 
 
The Celtic harvest festival of Lughnasadh takes its name from the Irish god Lugh, one of the 
chief gods of the Tuatha De Danann, giving us Lughnasadh in Ireland, Lunasdál in Scotland, 
and Laa Luanys in the Isle of Man.  
 
Lugh, the Celtic deity who presides over the arts and sciences.  According to Celtic legend, 
Lugh decreed that a commemorative feast be held each year at the beginning of the harvest 
season to honor his foster mother, Tailtiu. Tailtiu was the royal Lady of the Fir Bolg. After the 
defeat of her people by the Tuatha De Dannan, she was obliged by them to clear a vast forest 
for the purpose of planting grain. She died of exhaustion in the attempt.  The legend states 
that she was buried beneath a great mound named for her, at the spot where the first feast of 
Lughnasadh was held in Ireland, the hill of Tailte. At this gathering were held games and 
contests of skill as well as a great feast made up of the first fruits of the summer harvest.... 
 
This is the time when the powerful gods of the grain harvests are honoured. Thr  
festival of the First Fruits of the Harvest, and is the first festival of the Waning Year. 
 
“Lammas” was the medieval Christian name for the holiday, and it means “loaf-mass”, for 
this was the day on which loaves of bread were baked from the first grain harvest and laid on 
the church altars as offerings. It was a day representative of  
“first fruits” and early harvest.  
 
Lammas Crafts 
 
Corn Necklace  
Obtain an ear of fresh corn (I would probably use the one with the big and tough kernels, in 
fact the larger and tougher the better but not completely dried.)  
Break the ear in half after the husk has been removed and then begin popping off the kernels, 
beginning at the broken end of each half and going around and around.  Try not to break the 
kernels in half, but to leave the white points on them.  
Then, with about two or three feet of heavy thread on a large needle, begin stringing the 
kernels by putting the needle through the very center of each one.  When the strand is long 
enough to make a necklace (one ear is usually more than enough) tie the ends of the thread 
together and hang the necklace in a warm, dry place for a few weeks.  
The kernels will dry, shrivel and shrink, and it may be necessary to tighten the knot.  
You can also use Indian corn that has been field died as it has beautiful colors.  
You want to be able to use this necklace year after year so you need to spray with 
polyurethane or varnish to protect from moths.

Ma’at’s Book of Shadows 
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Herbed Dream Pillows  
Difficulty level: 2, adult help needed  
Printed with permission from Spirit Online  
DO NOT ingest herbs or oils.  
piece of plain or muslin cloth  
piece of fancy cloth or of a material you can decorate  
your choice of herbs and oils (look below)  
eyedropper  
wooden or glass bowl  
wooden spoon  
(Never mix herbs and oils with or in anything metal.)  
Cut out two pieces of muslin or plain cloth 12" x 8", these will hold the herbs.  
Place he wrong sides of the material (if there are any) together.  
With a 3/4-inch seam allowance stitch the two 8" sides and one of the 12" sides.  
Three sides of the fabric should be sown.  
Turn this little bag inside out so the seams are now on the inside.  
This is the "inner pillow" in which you will put your herbal mixture.  
Using the fancier material cut two more pieces of material 12" x 8".  
Stitch them the same as the "inner pillow" except sew only with a 3/8" seam allowance.  
As with the inner pillow, turn it so the seams are on the inside.  
If you wish embroider it in any design or decorate it with fabric paints, do it now.  
If you plan to make this cover removable for washing, turn down a small hem on the open end 
and attach small Velcro disks or snaps to keep it closed.  
In a large wooden or glass bowl, mix together the herbs you have chosen with a wooden 
spoon.  
This is done gently, like tossing a salad.  
With the eyedropper, add the chosen oils to the herbs.  
Use no more than a total of 5-6 drops at a time until you reach the strength you desire. 
Remember what smells nice standing over the bowl may well be too strong when you sleep 
on the pillow, use restraint.  
Fill your "inner pillow" with the herbal mixture.  
Don't pack it full or it will be uncomfortable to sleep on. Leave it a little flat.  
Turn in a little of the open end so the raw edges are inside, then sew this end shut.  
Slide this inside your decorated cover, attach the fasteners, and you are ready for sweet 
dreams.
