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Pagan Calendar November 1 – 7 
November 1.  On this day in ancient Rome, the harvest-goddess of fruit trees, orchards, and 
all fruit-bearing plants was honored with a festival called the Pomonia (Feast of Pomona) 
which marked the end of the growing season.  
Many modern Witches celebrate the day after the Halloween sabbath with a feast 
commemorating fruition, maturity, immortality and resurrection. 
All Saints' Day. This is one of the most magickal and powerful days of the year to 
practitioners of Voodoo, and a time to perform rituals for spiritual strength and protection 
against evil loas (spirit-gods). 
In Latin America and Spain, the Day of the Dead is celebrated on this date with offerings of 
food to honor the spirits of deceased loved ones. 
A festival known as Cailleach's Reign is celebrated annually on this date by many Pagans 
throughout Ireland and Great Britain in honor of the ancient Celtic Crone-Goddess. 
 
November 2. All Souls' Day. In England, small offerings known as soul cakes are 
traditionally set out for the dead every year on this date. 
According to folklore, this is considered to be an extremely unlucky day for wedding 
ceremonies. Those who are wed on All Souls' Day are sure to be cursed with misfortune, 
illness, divorce, or an early death. 
 
November 3. On this date in the year 1324, a Witch named Dame Alice Kyteler suffered 
death by fire in the first and most famous Witch trial to take place in Ireland. Nine others 
were arrested, found guilty, and sentenced to various punishments. 
In Egypt, the final day of the Isia takes place on this day. This annual festival celebrates the 
rebirth of the god Osiris through the sacred and life-giving milk of Isis. 
 
November 4. In ancient times, a Pagan festival honoring the Lord of Death was celebrated in 
England every year on this night (the Eve of Guy Fawkes Day). The bonfires and mischievous 
pranks associated with modern England's Mischief Night are actually remnants of the old 
Pagan customs. 
 
November 5. Every year on this date, young men gather in Shebbear, England, to turn a large 
red rock called the Devil's Boulder. The centuries-old custom of turning the one-ton rock 
(which was flung into the village square by the Devil himself, according to English folklore) 
conjures up ancient magickal powers and brings peace and prosperity to the village. 
 
November 6. On this day, the birth of Tiamat ( an ancient Babylonian goddess known as the 
Dragon Mother) is celebrated. According to mythology, Tiamat and her consort Apsu gave 
birth to all the gods of the world, and the earth and the heavens were created from Dragon 
Mother's severed body. 
 
November 7. Night of Hecate. In ancient Greece, a fire festival was held once a year on this 
night to honor the goddess Hecate. 
Modern Witches invoke Hecate for protection and fertility, as she is both a protectress of all 
Witches and an ancient deity associated with fertility. 
In the Hawaiian Islands, the ancient god Lono is honored annually on this day by the 
Hawaiian Harvest Festival. The Makahiki festival also takes place in Hawaii on this day.

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The Month of November 
 

November, the eleventh month of the current Gregorian calendar and the third month of 
Autumn's rule, derives its name from novem, the Latin word meaning "nine," as November 
was the ninth month of the old Roman Calendar. 
 
The traditional birthstone amulet of November is the topaz; and the chrysanthemum is the 
month's traditional flower. 
 
November is shared by the astrological signs of Scorpio the Scorpion and Sagittarius the 
Centaru-Archer, and is sacred to the following Pagan deities: Astarte, Calleach, Hathor, Kali, 
Maman, and Sekhmet. 
 
"The name 'November' is believed to derive from 'novem' which is the Latin for the number 
'nine'.  In the ancient Roman calendar November was the ninth month after March.  As part of 
the seasonal calendar November is the time of the 'Snow Moon' according to Pagan beliefs 
and the period described as the 'Moon of the Falling Leaves'  
by Black Elk."

"November is the eleventh and penultimate month of the year in the Gregorian Calendar and 
one of four Gregorian months with the length of 30 days.  November begins in western 
tropical astrology with the sun in the sign of Scorpio (astrology) and ends in the sign of 
Sagittarius (astrology). Astronomically speaking, the sun actually begins in the constellation 
of Libra, passes through Scorpius from approximately the 24th through the 29th and ends in 
the constellation of Ophiuchus, which is the only zodiacal constellation that is not associated 
with an astrological sign.  In Latin, novem means "nine". November was also the ninth month 
in the Roman calendar until a monthless winter period was divided between January and 
February.  In old Japanese calendar, the month is called Shimo tsuki (霜月).

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This association of death with fertility provided the theological background for a great 
number of end-of-harvest festivals celebrated by many cultures across Eurasia.  Like 
Samhain, these festivals (which, for example, included the rituals of the Dyedy (“Ancestors”) 
in the Slavic countries and the Vetrarkvöld festival in Scandinavia) linked the successful 
resumption of the agricultural cycle (after a period of apparent winter “death”) to the 
propitiation of the human community’s dead.  The dead have passed away from the social 
concerns of this world to the primordial chaos of the Otherworld where all fertility has its 
roots, but they are still bound to the living by ties of kinship.  It was hoped that, by 
strengthening these ties precisely when the natural cycle seemed to be passing through its own 
moment of death, the community of the living would be better able to profit from the energies 
of increase that lead out of death back to life.  Dead kin were the Tribe’s allies in the 
Otherworld, making it certain that the creative forces deep within the Land were being 
directed to serve the needs of the human community.  They were, in Celtic terms, a 
“humanising” factor within the Fomorian realm. 
 
Whatever the specific elements had been that determined the proper date of the end-of-harvest 
honouring of the dead in various places, by the ninth and tenth centuries the unifying 
influence of the Church had led to concentrating the rituals on November 1st and November 
2nd.  The first date was All Hallows, when the most spiritually powerful of the Christian 
community’s dead (the Saints) were invoked to strengthen the living community, in a way 
quite consistent with pre-Christian thought.  The second date, All Souls, was added on (first 
as a Benedictine practice, beginning ca.  988) as an extension of this concept, enlarging it to 
include the dead of families and local communities.  Under the mantle of the specifically 
Christian observances, however, older patterns of ancestor veneration were preserved."

When people think deeply in that way, they often 
find that tensions from difficult relationships dissolve and become replaced by empathy.  
For example, resentment is a joy-killer. It’s hard to find joy and upliftment when a person’s 
emotions are being funneled through a lower frequency expression, such as resentment. So, if 
they have any enemies, they might even go as far as to see that forgiveness brings freedom.  

The most sobering realization about what matters in life is that the really important things 
aren’t personal. Once a person has told their loved ones how they feel, climbed to the peak of 
Mount DontLookDown, written a book, or done whatever seemed important at first, there is 
still a vacuum waiting to be filled. 

Deep in the soul of everyone, lies the realization that it’s what you do to help others that 
really counts in the end. What you give in service to others in your life is what you become 
remembered for the most.

Shamanism: The Spiritual Practices of the Ninja 
We know little about the origins of the Ninja, the 'children of darkness' - mysterious shadow-
warriors who maintained their eerie mist-shrouded mountain secrecy in the Iga and Koga 
Provinces of Japan from around 900 AD, practicing the arts of stealth and invisibility. 
Legends, however, tell of the Ninja warrior's supposed descent from tengu, savage demons 
that were half man half crow and were able to bend the laws of nature and control the human 
mind. 

Probably closer to the truth, according to Stephen Hayes (the first American to be accepted as 
a personal student of Masaaki Hatsumi, the thirty-fourth master of Togakure-ryu Ninjutsu) is 
that these warriors were ex-military men who fled China after the collapse of the T'ang 
dynasty and settled in Japan. Here they became teachers of martial arts, philosophy, and 
mysticism adapted from the esoteric knowledge of India and Tibet and the spiritual practices 
of Chinese monks and shamans. 

"They expounded systems of integrated mind-body awareness, based on personal 
understanding of the order of the universe [and an] unconventional way of looking at 
situations and accomplishing things... The original Ninja were mystics, in touch with powers 
that we would describe as psychic today. Their ability to tune into the scheme of totality and 
thereby become receptive to subtle input from beyond the usual five senses was strange and 
terrifying..." 

Their spirituality or mysticism, however, was not based on empty and impractical religious 
teachings but on highly advanced combat skills and practical arts of deception and warfare, 
where warriorship was linked to natural law. Spirituality was not regarded as an external 
projection onto distant deities, as our religions are in the West, but as a way to inner 
knowledge, self-mastery and personal power. 
To arrive at their understanding, the Ninja developed a comprehensive and holistic map of the 
human psyche and life cycle, which linked the inner and outer worlds - the world of creativity 
and imagination and that of time, space and nature - to give a full picture of life and the 
challenges facing every warrior on his path to liberation and happiness, as well as the means 
of overcoming these trials. This map revolved around the elements of Fire, Water, Air and 
Earth, and the qualities of Fear, Power, Clarity and Fatigue. The map can be looked at as 
offering four gates that we must all step through if we want an authentic spiritual life and one 
that has meaning for we who we really are. 
In the modern world we are still at war, looking for peace, and our personal freedoms are still 
constrained by people and institutions that tell us who we are, how to behave, how much 
power and freedom we may have - work demands, tax demands, commuter timetables, 
celebrity fashions... the list is endless. Spiritual warriors know these things as 'tyrants'. They 
are not so different from the demands and dictates of the power-crazed emperors that led to 
the formation of the remote mountain communities of the Ninja rebels. 

INNER TYRANTS In these turbulent modern times we are at risk as much from inner tyrants 
- ways of being and seeing that we have internalised as we have grown up and become 
socialised into our culture's way of viewing the world - as much as external tyrants in the 
form of terrorists and warring nations who use military force to impose their worldview upon 
ordinary citizens (us) who get caught in the middle of their petty ideological skirmishes. 
Our inner tyrants are fixed patterns of behaviour that get in the way of our search for freedom 
and divert our attention from the real work of the sacred human being: to live fully the 
beautiful and finite lives that are given to us. They lead us inevitably into external tyranny 
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since, if we have not dealt with our own issues we end up projecting them out onto the world 
where we see monsters and chaos all around us which, in our fear, we must oppose and 
destroy before they destroy us; or else we feel too weak to oppose such lunacy because this 
system and habit of war is so much bigger than us. 
Magically, however, if we deal with the inner tyrants, the external ones vanish like mist. In 
this respect, the warrior pathway of the four gates is as relevant today as it ever was and 
probably more important than ever. 

The quest of the warrior has always been to overcome the impositions of tyranny and find a 
unique code to live by so that he or she can harness wisdom and power and find happiness in 
the material world. In doing so, warriors from many different traditions and cultures have 
noticed that we all face four 'enemies' to personal freedom. These enemies can be seen as our 
beliefs about the world, which have been passed down to us from the tyrants around us - the 
leaders, power elite and self-appointed experts in our societies who have set up systems and 
institutions to enforce their worldview upon us. We have internalised these worldviews and 
while we believe that the world operates in a particular way we can never be free because we 
never see an alternative. If we face these enemies, however, we find that they transform 
themselves naturally and easily into the allies that can help us achieve the happiness we seek. 
Thus, these 'enemies' - Fear, Power, Clarity, Fatigue - are not only the challenges that face us, 
they are the means to their resolution as well as the gateways we walk through in order to 
resolve them. We are then empowered, clearer about who we are, and able to see the truth of 
our lives. That, in itself, is freedom, and greater freedom always equates with more happiness. 

THE FOUR GATES According to the four gates model, we are born in the East of the circle 
that represents our self and our life journey. In infancy, we are not even aware of a separate 
self, so intimately are we still connected to the flow of all things and so deeply a part of 
primal, universal consciousness. This stage represents a time of no-self in the sense of a 
socialised conception of who we are with a unique identity distinct from everything else in the 
world or any expectations upon us to perform or be anything but what we are. Although our 
socialisation will begin at this time, we are less conscious of this 'mind stuff' and more aware 
of our bodies and their physical demands, as anyone who has heard a newborn scream to have 
its needs met will know only too well. This physicality and passion of the young child is 
represented by the element of Fire. 

As we grow, the world moves in to 'hook' us into its worldview and so we progress to the 
South, becoming teenagers and young adults, with more and more socialisation taking place 
into the ways of our culture. Although there is no firm age structure or chronology to this 
journey (and, indeed, some people do not naturally achieve all of these stages, becoming 
stuck instead in one or more of them as they go through life), this aspect of ourselves is best 
represented as an age period of perhaps 15-40 years, with the main action taking place from 
15-25. It is at this time that we first begin to express ourselves as unique individuals in the 
world, out to make a place for ourselves and carve our mark. It is a time of ambition and 
emotions, when we first fall in love, have our first sexual experiences, have our hearts broken, 
find partners, and 'settle down' to focus on home and career. Spiritual work becomes 
unconscious, bubbling on within us while our minds and bodies are occupied with the 
physical world. Because of the emotional content of this period it is identified with the 
element of Water, whose ebbs and flows correspond to the highs and lows and the emotional 
comings and goings of this age. 

 
As we reach the West we find that we have entered what we in the Western world call middle 
age. This is a time for large-scale recapitulation of self, a time when many people re-examine

their lives up until this point, the assumptions they have made about the world and the 
agreements they have made with it. It is a time when, in the words of the philosopher Noam 
Chomsky, many of us will realise that "The average man follows not reason but faith and this 
naive faith [has been founded upon] necessary illusions and emotionally potent 
oversimplification by the myth maker to keep him on course." We have been living a lie, in 
other words, which has been based on the mythology of our culture and its definitions of what 
makes a 'real' (socially acceptable) man or woman, success or failure. This myth, most likely, 
has never been us, but we have still lived it without ever seeing this before. Now, from the 
perspective of greater life experience, we begin to question who we are and, even if we are 
successful, settled and wealthy in social terms, whether this is enough to satisfy us on a 
personal and spiritual level. We have been hooked for perhaps 20 years by a vision of success 
defined in consensus or corporate terms but now begin to reassess who we have been and, 
with death starting to breathe down our necks, to reconsider our lives and ask 'Is that all?' as 
we look at who we might have been and how we might better spend our remaining days 
(more 'face time' in the office or watching our children grow? Climbing the corporate ladder 
beneath a mad and ungrateful boss or surfing the Rockies for kicks?). This is a time of 
consideration and thought about who we truly are and what we want from our lives, offering 
us the potential for adaptation, reinvention, rejuvenation and re-emergence into someone new. 
It is a time of life when the powers of the mind are more fully and productively used, both in 
reflecting on the past and revisioning the future. Because of this it is characterised by the 
element of Air, which has the ability to blow away our past lives and sweep us forward into a 
new and deeper sense of a more authentic self. 
Finally, we arrive in the North and, if we have done the necessary work throughout our 
journey around the wheel, we may experience a true understanding of self, leading to deep 
peace and harmony, where we can look back on life and see our real place in the world, the 
meaning of our life's path and, perhaps, the flow of all things, from a perspective of wisdom 
and good humour. We are able to take a more spiritual and reflective look at things and to 
experience maturity and groundedness, where we can be of service to our community and 
happy in ourselves. This grounding quality of the North is represented by the element of 
Earth, which is fitting because this is also the place of death, where we return to the Earth 
before rebirth to the East as the cycle continues into new lives to come. 

Once again, it is worth emphasising that these four are only enemies when you have not 
confronted them; as soon as you enter into battle with them you automatically transform them 
into allies who can help in your quest for balance and internal harmony and, once you achieve 
this, external success is assured since you are the great dreamer of your world. 

The way of all warriors is not to hide within fantasy or to search only for the 'light' (as is the 
way of many modern 'new age' practices) but to embrace the darkness as well, for it is only in 
our shadows (when the light is behind us) that we see ourselves truly reflected, and only then 
that we can address ourselves and heal our pains so that the world itself is healed.

Empower an acorn with the following chant & carry it on your person during difficult times. 
 
"Little seed with cap so fine, Grant your strength & make it mine. 
Make me as sturdy as your tree. As I will, so mote it be!" 
 
 
STRENGTH CEREMONY 
We all have times in our lives when things are hard and we don't have much faith in 
ourselves. 
I recommend doing this ritual whenever the feelings of doubt or fear start clouding your 
thoughts. 
This is a group ritual, but it is possible to modify it for a solitary practitioner. 
Cast the circle and then go around the circle so everyone can say how they became strong. 
"I became strong through facing my fears. 
I became strong through my friends. 
I became strong through my family. 
I became strong through making mistakes. 
I became strong through taking a stand. 
I became strong through dreaming." 
Chant and raise power. The above can be modified to be more personal. 
 
SELF EMPOWERMENT SPELL 
This is a fairly simple spell, and of course you should change it according to your tastes. 
 
1 white candle (probably the bigger the better) mirror 
The candle should be cleansed before you begin, and could be infused with white energy, 
the energy of love and strength. Meditate upon your intentions before you begin. why do 
you need to empower yourself? Is it because you wish to realize the beauty within yourself, 
or you wish others to see the beauty or strength you know that lies within you. 
This spell also works best if you do a cleansing of yourself, whether it is bath or shower or 
just 
 
visualize all of the negativity that you are carrying with you washing away. 
The candle should be placed in front of the mirror, and the mirror should face you. 
Light the candle. Feel the positive energy emanating from the candle. 
If you worship a deity, call upon them to help you. Chant or say a prayer. This is an example: 
I walk in beauty with the Goddess. 
I am strength. I am beauty. I am will. I am love. 
She is within me. All who see me, know Her.

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Ceromancy: The Art of Candle Reading 
by Samantha Stevens 

 
Lately, I have been asked a lot of questions in the Psychic Realm chatroom about 
"ceromancy". That is the fine art of reading a situation by studying the way a candle burns. 
Are the flames leaping high? Is the wax sizzling and crackling and popping? What does it 
mean when the flame goes out? 
 
Many people in the Realm over the last year have become avid candle-burners and realized 
quite instinctively that the way a candle is behaving is often a mirror of the situation as it 
presently exists and its outcome. It is, after all, one of the world's most ancient forms of 
divination. The leaping and reaching candle flames are seen to represent the souls of the 
individuals involved in the situation being read. For instance, one member, the other day asked 
me what it meant when the wax from the candle she was burning for love melted into the 
shape of a heart. Anyone who is used to reading wax drippings knows that is extremely good 
news and probably means the other person is thinking of you. 
 
Another phenomenon that I am constantly asked about is what I call "accelerated magic." This 
is when a candle, that usually lasts about four hours, starts smoking and seems to burn down 
very rapidly …like in about fifteen minutes. This is usually good news and means that your 
prayer or request will probably be answered quite rapidly. If the candle was being burned for 
protection of some kind, it means that there was more than likely some kind of invasion or 
attack that the spirits decided to take care of as fast as possible. 
 
In general, when you first light the candle, if the candle starts smoking quite heavily right 
away that is a very good sign. It means that negative energy is being removed from the 
situation. If the smoke is white, it means your prayers will be answered right away. If it is 
black, your prayer will probably be answered, but it is possible there will be obstacles in a 
way. You have to use your gut instinct if the flame doesn't smoke at all. Sometimes that can 
mean there are no obstacles and other times, it means that the matter is long over. 
 
A clear, strong flame that burns steadily is a good sign that the candle is sending out a great 
deal of power and energy to manifest what you want. If it is small and more ball shaped than 
teardrop shaped, it is less likely that your prayer will be answered. A weak or low flame means 
you are facing some "heavy" opposition. 
 
Staring at a flame is a great way of telling you if your magic is working. It never ceases to 
amaze me how a flame will seem to grow higher or grope for more air the more you meditate 
upon it. You can also do some divination by looking straight into the heart of the flame - the 
blue center that is surrounded by the orange halo. A healthy flame has a bright red core, 
surrounded by a blue halo and then a yellow colour. A blazing red center tells you that spirits 
are getting to the heart of the matter. A red center that is dim or just a pinpoint reveals a 
situation that may not be motivated by the heart. 
 
If the wick of the candle starts building a little bulb at its tip, chances are that you have 
opposition or a third party working against you. If there is a lot of blue in the flame, I take that 
as a sign that angels and spirits are protecting you from a possibly unhappy outcome. Jumping, 
leaping and steadily rising flames are an excellent indication that spirits are fighting the 
obstacles that are in your way. This can be quite fascinating to watch, especially if the flame is 
really jumping and you are burning a candle that is intended to fight another's will. If the flame 
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is really protesting, so is the person and sometimes this is your cue to put the candle out. If the 
candle makes sizzling, hissing or popping sounds, this is also a sign that some kind of spiritual 
warfare is taking place. If it scares you or doesn't feel right put the candle out. However if it 
feels like obstacles are being destroyed or eliminated then enjoy the show. 
 
If you are burning a love candle and a second flame develops from an ash then I consider that 
to be a bad sign. It means you have a rival. If you are burning two candles that are supposed to 
represent two different individuals, it is not a great omen if one of the candles burns away to 
the bottom much faster than the other does. That is often a sign that your timing is off in the 
relationship or it is not meant to be. If the candle smoke wafts towards you it means that your 
prayer is more than likely to be answered. If it wafts away from you, then it means that you 
will need a great deal of perseverance in order to have your prayer answered. 
 
According to author Reverend Ray T. Marlborough If the smoke blows to your left "you are 
getting too emotionally involved with the situation and are in danger of subconsciously 
sabotaging your own prayer so that it will not be answered. If it blows to the right you will 
need to use your head rather than your emotions to pursue the situation." 
 
The way a candle unfolds or deconstructs as it melts can be very significant. It is wonderful 
when the candle seems to collapse outward or unfold like a flower. I consider that to be a sign 
that your wish will be granted. It represents possibilities and paths opening for you. A candle 
that is too lopsided in one direction or another, universally means that you are dealing with a 
situation that is way out of balance. If the flame is buried by the wax, to me that is often a sign 
that the wish will not be granted. 
 
Reading wax drippings is a totally intuitive matter. It is similar to reading tea leaves. Some 
shapes are obvious, like the heart, which obviously represents love. Wax drippings may form 
in shapes that mean something very personal to you - a totem animal for example. 
 
A good general reference book to buy that tells you the meaning of a lot of shapes, common 
symbols and animals is Talismans and Amulets by Felicitas H. Nelson. Perhaps one thing to 
remember when you purchase a candle is that you cannot read the drippings of a candle that is 
made of paraffin or that is marketed as "dripless". Go for a candle made of messy natural wax 
or beeswax, as they are the ones that tend to reveal the most astral information.
